· In the event we will need to meet virtually in the future, Father Mundy has a Zoom account that we can use.
· How do we move forward in light of the pandemic?
· Programs are being run through Zoom and Skype
· Contact for RAC is being made through text messages and phone calls
· Teen Court is meeting virtually at 5:00 pm today.
· The Attorney General has asked that any organizations that are required to comply with the Open Meetings act not meet unless they have essential business. 
· Cassandra and other members of the board were not aware
· Los Lunas Schools Update- Superintendant Julie has retired, and Dana is on medical leave. Not sure what is going to happen over the next few months with those positions and our MOU.
· Programs are starting to get more RAC referrals from JPO for Los Lunas schools and SODA.
· Our meetings are announced on our JJB webpage. Father Mundy requests that meeting are still being announced through the News Bulletin.
· Contact County Attorney to determine how we are still in compliance with Open Meeting Act
· Truancy update: Attendance is not the focus right now. Understanding is that kids who are participating in online classes will move on to the next grade in August, and the kids not participating can be held back.
· Youth Subcommittee: Not meeting in groups right now. Everything is on hold for now. Nothing is scheduled until May or June. Youth haven’t met. Youth have been contacted in reference to media ads that have been put together and reviewed. Ads will be sent to the News Bulletin.
· Diana-Youth can help distribute with food distribution at the Los Lunas movie theater. The Roadrunner Food Bank distributed food for 400 houses today.
· Can JPO have youth complete community service? JPO is currently discouraged from having the kids do community service right now. They cannot hold anyone to committing to community service if there is a concern due to COVID-19. 
· Maybe Men’s Recovery can help with food distribution.
· Teen Court youth can help with food distribution with parental agreement.
· Food distribution is the first and third Thursday of every month.
· Noelle: we were advised that CYFD is rejecting program matches of about $3,000. They have been accepting various forms of this match throughout the year and we are not sure what happened.
Father Mundy: See if we can figure out what happened. Get a conference call arranged with the County Manager, Jeremias, Noelle, Father Mundy, Ruben, Cassandra, and any other board member who would like to participate.
We also need to start the conversation on the Coordinator contract and establish a timeline and have board members on the interview panel.
· Teen Court: Virtual meeting today at 5:00. Would like to get Teen Court and Restorative Justice to work together. Noelle can refer to teen court.
· Restorative Justice is going well. Rose cancelled training for this year because there is no more funding. Rose will reach out in July. Noelle will see if training can be completed virtually, but it is a lot to be done online. Maybe there is a way the county can help us pay Rose to train.
· Kelli, JPO: Attendance for Success Conference went well. JPO is doing well. Reaching out to Noelle and Diana. Nothing happening outside of the norm. Maintaining contact virtually.
